2. Each letter of nomination will be assessed according to the criteria listed in the category explanation by the Awards Committee.

3. Supporting documents are accepted, but should only enhance the narrative and will not be considered as a substitute for the narrative.  No more than 3 pages of supporting documents are allowed.  When appropriate, nominations may include an annual report in addition to the 3 pages allowed.  When including documents, the narrative should discuss the documents.  Do not include new information in the supporting documents. 

4. Since there are many individuals and organizations worthy of recognition, previous category winners are not eligible. A list of previous winners is included.

5. Members are encouraged to review the list of winners and identify worthy candidates who have not yet been honored.

6. More than one member can nominate the same candidate either in the same application or in individual applications.  If that candidate is selected as the winner, then all nominating organizations will be listed as the sponsoring organization for that winner.

7. If, in the judgment of the Awards Committee, no nominees meet the criteria, an award may not be given.

8. Deadline for nominations is AUGUST 17, 2007.  Submit original only.

Awards & Criteria for Nomination

Outstanding Philanthropist Award

This award is presented to an individual or family with a proven record of exceptional generosity who, through direct financial support, has demonstrated outstanding civic and charitable responsibility, and whose generosity encourages others to take philanthropic leadership roles on a community, national and/or international level.  Enumerate each criterion and address each one separately in narrative form.

1. Evidence of direct support. 0 - 35 points
2. Description of impact of gift support.  0 - 30 points
3. Evidence of motivation encouraging others to take philanthropic leadership roles.  0 - 25 points

4. Evidence of philanthropic support of innovative approaches to solving problems. 0 - 10 points

5. Evidence of participation in and gift support of other not-for-profit organizations, in the community, nationally and/or internationally. 10-point bonus
Outstanding Volunteer Fund Raiser Award

The individual eligible for this nomination must have demonstrated exceptional leadership skills in coordinating groups of volunteers for major fund-raising projects of more than one not-for-profit organization.  The recipient should demonstrate excellent skills coordinating and motivating groups of volunteers for fund-raising projects for the benefit of charitable institutions and a commitment to the advancement of philanthropy.  Enumerate each criterion and address each one separately in narrative form.

1.  Evidence of quality leadership and organizational ability for fund-raising campaigns.      0 – 30 points

2.  Description of time, effort and financial commitment. 0 - 30 points
3.  Description of fund raising goals achieved by his/her effort. 0 – 20 points
4.  Evidence of success in recruiting and motivating others. 0 – 20 points
5.  Description of participation in other local, national or international not-for-profit organizations. 10-point bonus
Outstanding Foundation Award

To qualify for this award, a private foundation must demonstrate outstanding commitment through financial support and through encouragement and motivation of others to take leadership roles toward philanthropy and national, international and/or community involvement.  Enumerate each criterion and address each one separately in narrative form.

1. Evidence of philanthropic support of innovative approaches to solving problems.
 0 – 25 points
2. Evidence of encouragement and motivation given to others to take leadership roles toward philanthropy and community involvement. 0 – 20 points
3. Evidence of direct financial support indicated by support or projects in the community, nationally and/or internationally. 0 – 20 points
4. Description of impact of gift and achievements accomplished through the foundation’s efforts. 0 – 35 points

Outstanding Corporation Award

To qualify for this award, a business, corporation or its corporate foundation must demonstrate outstanding commitment through financial support and through encouragement and motivation of others to take leadership roles toward philanthropy and community involvement.  Enumerate each criterion and address each one separately in narrative form.

1. Evidence of direct gift support indicated by support of projects in the community, nationally and/or internationally. 0 – 25 points
2. Description of impact of gift support and achievements accomplished through the corporation’s efforts. 0 – 40 points
3. Evidence of encouragement and motivation given to others to take leadership roles toward philanthropy and community involvement. 0 – 15 points
4. Evidence of philanthropic support of innovative approaches to solving problems, 0-20 pts
Outstanding Civic Organization Award

To qualify for this award, a civic organization must demonstrate outstanding commitment through financial support and through encouragement and motivation of others to take leadership roles toward philanthropy and community involvement.  Enumerate each criterion and address each one separately in narrative form.

1. Evidence of direct gift support indicated by support of projects in the community, nationally and/or internationally.  0 –25 points
2. Description of impact of gift support and achievements accomplished through the civic organization’s efforts. 0 – 40 points
3. Evidence of encouragement and motivation given to others to take leadership roles toward philanthropy and community involvement. 0 – 15 points
4. Evidence of philanthropic support of innovative approaches to solving problems. 0-20 pts
