1. Evidence of quality leadership and organizational ability for fund-raising campaigns. 0 – 30 points
2. Description of time, effort and financial commitment. 0 - 30 points
3. Description of fund-raising goals achieved by his/her effort. 0 – 20 points
4. Evidence of success in recruiting and motivating other youth. 0 – 20 points
5. Description of participation in other local, national or international not-for-profit organizations. 10-point bonus

Criteria:
1. Attach a letter of nomination no more than three pages in length (12-point font and 1-inch margins). Explain the nominee’s philanthropic activities, including dates and length of service. 

2. Each letter of nomination will be assessed according to the criteria listed in the category explanation attached. 
3. Supporting documents are accepted, but should only enhance the narrative. Attachments will not be considered as a substitute for the narrative and should not introduce new information. No more than three pages of supporting documents are allowed. When including documents, the narrative should discuss the documents. 
4. Previous winners are not eligible. 
5. More than one member organization is able to nominate the same candidate either in the same application or in individual applications. Joint applications are encouraged. Should a dually nominated individual/organization be chosen a winner all nominating member organizations will be recognized. 

6. A nominee must be alive as of September 14, 2006, to be eligible for competition. 

7. If, in judgment of the Awards Committee, no nominees meet the criteria, an award may not be given.
